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What is the NCT?

The NCT (also known as the National Childbirth Trust) is UK's leading charity for parents with over 70,000 members across the UK. It offers information and support in pregnancy, childbirth and early parenthood. It is funded through membership fees, fundraising activities and the delivery of services. It is run by dedicated volunteers, who work through a network of branches to provide and support local services, training and evidence-based information for parents, families and health professionals. The NCT is trusted and respected by health professionals and governments as an organisation that represents the needs of parents.

Baby Banter is a quarterly newsletter that goes out to all NCT members in Bromsgrove & District (approx. 150 households) and is distributed to health professionals in spring, summer, autumn and winter. It is a vital way of getting money for the local NCT Branch, mostly via advertising revenue, as well as letting members know what is on locally.
