GUIDELINES FOR SELLERS

Please read carefully.
Thank you for your interest in selling your items at the Selby NCT’s Nearly New Sale on Sat 11th October 2014. 
How the sale works

The sale is run entirely by volunteers. Members of the public register to sell their ‘Nearly New’ goods – clothing, toys and equipment for 0-8 year-olds, each seller is issued with a seller number. They bring their items early on the morning of the sale and these are then sorted and displayed by the volunteer team. After the sale is over, unsold goods are re-sorted according to seller number. The sellers subsequently return to collect any unsold goods. They receive their payment by cheque through the post around 4 weeks after the sale. Sellers do not have to be present to sell their own goods but we do welcome sellers to register to help as part of the team of volunteers on the day.
How to register as a seller

Please read all the information in this pack before you register, so that you are fully aware of what is involved. Then:

1.  What can I sell at the sale?

GOOD QUALITY nearly new Baby & Children’s Clothes, Toys, Books, CDs, DVDs, Nursery Equipment/ Furnishings/Accessories, Prams & Pushchairs and Maternity Wear. Items sell better when presented well. Clothes must be on a hanger. School uniform is welcome with its own section. Toys must be complete, put any loose items in a clear bag and attach to toy securely. Where possible, instructions should be included. Please remember, this is NOT a ‘jumble sale’. We check the quality of clothes and other items. Any unsuitable, damaged, dirty, incomplete or worn items (i.e. bobbly/ holes) will be withdrawn from the sale. Please be honest: if an item is not fit for its purpose, please do not attempt to sell it. 
2. Prams & Pushchairs and baby carriers/wraps/slings
We are able to sell prams and pushchairs which meet strict safety guidelines. If your pram /pushchair does not meet All 3 requirements, please do not attempt to offer it for sale. We will check documentation before accepting them.

The following 3 things are ALL required if you wish to sell a pram/pushchair:

1)
Wheeled child conveyances MUST conform to the BRITISH STANDARD 7409 (or equivalent European Standard BSEN1888 (2003)) and MUST be permanently marked BS 7409:1996 or BSEN 1888:2003 together with the name or trademark of the manufacturer or importer.

2)
A permanent Safety Notice on the vehicle must state:

Children should be harnessed in at all times and should never be left unattended. The child should be clear of moving parts while making adjustments. This vehicle requires regular maintenance by the user. Over loading, incorrect folding and the use of non-approved accessories may damage or break the vehicle. Read the instructions. 

3)
Instructions in English must be supplied with each vehicle. These are to be headed: IMPORTANT- KEEP FOR FUTURE REFERENCE and must include instructions relating to operation, assembly, use and maintenance.

If your pram is part of a ‘Travel System’ we are NOT able to sell the actual car seat, but you can put a note with your pram/pushchair advising any potential buyers that the pram is part of a ‘Travel System’ and comes with a car seat which, although you are unable to leave with the pram today due to NCT Nearly New Sale Guidelines, you would be happy to give to the buyer if they phone you  (please don’t forget to include your telephone number!) after the sale.

Maclaren buggies (Volo, Triumph, Quest sport, Quest Mod, Techno XT, TechnoXLR, Twin Triumph & Techno and Easy Traveller) must come with hinge safety covers – available free of charge from http://covers.maclaren.co.uk/
You can sell baby carriers and slings with the exception of the following brands:- Infantino sling rider, Premaxx baby bag, Munchkin cargo sling, Boppy carry in comfort, Lamaze close comfort, Wendy Bellissimo sling

Baby carriers, wraps and slings must also come with instructions and will be checked at drop off.

3.  What cannot be sold? The following items cannot be sold:

	Car seats or Car Booster seats (or car seats from Travel Systems)
	Mattresses without a plastic/PVC wipe clean cover or with covered air holes

	Bag type baby slings, please contact us if you are unsure about your sling
	Bikes above toddler/first bike size or cycling/riding helmets

	Bottles, dummies, formula or baby food.
	Breast pumps

	Mains powered electrical equipment or toys
	Children’s clothing with a drawstring around the neck

	Soft toys
	Video cassettes

	Hand knitted clothes and toys 
	BUMBO seats without a strap


4.  But can I sell this?

You can sell baby bouncy chairs, booster seats for chairs, buggy boards, carry cots (without wheels), door bouncers with a weight limit clearly marked, baby walkers, bicycle seats, trikes, trundle cars, balance bikes, first bikes, wellies, hardly worn shoes and  slippers and everything mentioned at the top of this page!
5.  How much can I sell?

Up to 50 clothing items max up to and including 8 years old. Multi-part sets count as one e.g pack of 3 bodysuits, dungarees & T shirt, party dress and cardigan. We would encourage you to group low value items like vests and T shirts together. Up to 10 books max (a set of books count as one).
6.  How do I price my items?

Price items in multiples of 50p.  i.e. 50p, £1, £1.50. The best guide for an appropriate price for an item is to ask yourself - a) Would I buy it? b) Would I be prepared to pay that amount for that item? c) Do I ever want to see it again?  

Toys – These sell well, but be realistic with pricing. Toys & puzzles in boxes sell at a higher price than those without. Securely attach loose parts or entire toy in a clean clear plastic bag. Battery operated toys must have working batteries. Volunteers will check that toys are in working order prior to the sale. 
7.  How do I label my items?

Please label clothes with age. 0-3months, 3-6 months, 6-12 months etc.  Non-clothing items: It would be helpful if you indicated for which age group it is appropriate. 
When you are issued a seller number you will also receive a sheet of labels, which you MUST use. Each two-part label is ONE ticket. Each item brought to the sale MUST have a two-part ticket attached or it will be rejected. They identify your goods and ensure you get paid for them, and allow easy tracking of items back to sellers when problems arise, e.g. an important piece is missing from an item. Please ensure that you write your Seller Number clearly on your labels. Please label each garment. Use safety pins or string to attach labels.  Toys, bags, boxes and equipment are best labelled by attaching the label with masking tape or sellotape. 
Please make sure all labels are accessible i.e. not inside a plastic bag and please only attach labels at the top as we need to cut the bottom of the label off at the till. 

Unlabelled items, or items with incomplete labels, items with indecipherable labels or items for which the label has become detached, cannot be sold and will be withdrawn. 
For large items, such as prams, pushchairs, cots, bikes please use the large item three part labels included in the seller pack. This is a new system we have introduced to make sales of larger items easier for shoppers and volunteers and to prevent items or labels being lost. You may include more detailed information with large items if you wish but please also attach one of our large item labels.
Please Note: A label is your/our only record of whether an item has sold or not, so each label is extremely valuable to you. It is important that labels remain attached to each item, otherwise they can become lost. Remember, if we have no label, we cannot sell the item or pay you! 

8.  What are the drop-off arrangements?

Please drop off your goods at Brayton High School between 9am- 9.45am sharp. 
9. What happens to any Unsold Items?

Please provide a large box and write on it your sellers number IN LARGE SIZE. Hand this in when you drop off your goods on the day. Any unsold items will be put in this for you to collect.

10.  What happens on the day?
9am - 9.45am   Bring along your Labelled Sale Items, Labelled BOX and Stamped Self Addressed Envelope. Please ensure that your goods can be dropped off quickly – this is a very busy time! Also, please ensure you park legally and considerately.  
1.30pm – 2pm Unsold goods MUST be collected. Any items not collected will disposed of and the Seller will have a £5 charge deducted from their proceeds. 
In recent sales we have allocated a separate table for you to donate any unwanted unsold items to a local charity. Please note that you must still return to the end of the sale for your items to be donated to charity otherwise the £5 charge will still apply to your items. 
11.  What happens if items get lost?

Unfortunately, some items do get misplaced. We have a lost property table for labels and sale items that have parted company. Please view this when collecting any unsold items. The NCT can’t be held responsible for any items lost or stolen, although every effort will be made to guard against this. All items left at seller’s risk. 

12. When do I receive payment for items sold?

You will receive 80% of the proceeds of your sale, the NCT keeps 20%. Cheques are sent out within four weeks of the sale and posted in your SAE. Commission on items priced at over £60 will be capped at £12. 
As with recent sales we will not be returning sold item tickets so please keep a detailed record of all items you submit for sale for any queries which may arise.
13.  How do I get involved?

The success of the sale depends entirely on a great team of volunteers. As a ‘Thank You’, all volunteers are invited to join in the ‘Early Bird Shopping’ before the doors are open to the public. If you are interested in helping, please email selbynctnns@gmail.com or call 0844 243 6257.
REMINDER CHECKLIST

· Have you recently washed & ironed your clothes and cleaned/sterilised your toys & equipment?

· Is your SELLER NUMBER clearly marked on both parts of your labels and have you completed ALL the details?

· Are labels on clothes, toys & equipment fastened securely?
· Have you provided a large box with your seller number clearly marked on it?
· Have you remembered your stamped, self-addressed envelope (with the correct stamp?)  with your Seller Number marked clearly on the front?
