	Parking


The O2 Centre has its own parking. We can validate a parking ticket for 2 hours for £2.50. Alternatively, if you spend £10 or more at the Sainsburys in the centre you can park for 1 hour free. Please note that you will have to return at the end of the sale to collect unsold items. 

The Community Venue is upstairs at the O2 Centre (opposite the cinema) and there are two lifts, one from the car park and one in the centre. We will have trolleys available  as well as lots of volunteers  to bring your things up to the hall. This sale we will be setting up the rails etc. the night before so will have more volunteers available to ferry things up on the Saturday morning.

Please note that although parking in front of the centre on Finchley Road (so you only have one lift to negotiate) might be more convenient it is actually a red route (no stopping at any time).

After the sale

Commission is charged at 35% of sale price. 

A cheque for your proceeds from the sale will be posted to you (in the SAE you provide – see the registration form) within three weeks of the sale. Please make sure we have the correct name  (the one your bank account is in!) to go on your profit cheque. We will deduct a handling fee of £5 to cover our administration costs.  The labels for sold items will also be returned, together with a form to register for the next sale.

· When you deliver your items your deposit cheque* will be returned to you.

· At the end of the sale unsold items will be placed in your box(es).  You must collect these items between 17:15pm and 17:30pm only.  You must remove all the boxes you brought to the sale.  Any uncollected items will be disposed of when we vacate the hall at 18:00pm prompt.

Please note:  Every effort is made to ensure security at the sale.  However, the NCT cannot accept responsibility for items that are lost or stolen.  Careful and secure labelling will usually minimise the risk of losses.

	Labelling
	


You MUST label your goods clearly and securely.  Poorly labelled items will not be displayed for sale.  

Attach one label to every item. You may safety-pin a group of items together (e.g. top and bottoms) and then use one label for the group. You have been given a ‘seller’s number’ to identify your items.  Your labels should be completed as follows.  Labels are in two halves and the same information is repeated on the top and bottom. You must complete both halves or we cannot total your monies correctly. You have been provided with 75 labels. You may use up to 50 of these for clothes, the the rest on equipment and toys.

Any items that have lost their tag during the sale will NOT BE SOLD. These items will be grouped together behind the tills for collection after the sale. We will try to get a contact number for sellers to get in touch with any interested party.

The label MUST show:

No = Your seller number*

Style = A description of the item

Size = Size (height or age)

Price = Minimum price £1, increasing  in multiples of 50p only 


(remember, 50p labels = 100% donation to NCT)

A ‘C’ if you do not want the item returned after the sale (it will be donated to charity)

* If you wish to donate all proceeds to the NCT (100%), please write

'NCT' instead of your seller number


Altered labels will not be processed at the tills, so if you need to alter a price, please re-label the item. Labels must be tied onto clothes and equipment, in a prominent position, using string or wool.  If you tape a label to a toy etc, please make sure that the bottom half is still easy to remove – this will be our record of the sale.

Please take care with how you write your numbers. We have had difficulty reading both prices and seller numbers in past sales.

	You CANNOT sell


· Jumble.  Stained, torn or well worn clothes, damaged toys or dirty equipment will not be displayed for sale.  

· Mains powered electrical equipment.  This includes sterilisers, breast pumps and baby monitors.

· Second hand car seats (including booster seats), mattresses, fire guards, door bouncers, breast pumps, riding hats and crash helmets. If you wish to sell a car seat as part of a travel system, you can attach a note to the travel system informing buyers that you also have the car seat, which they may buy from you privately.

· THIRD HAND GOODS or equipment that is over 3 years old.  Products are becoming safer all the time, but many products designed for babies are not built to last.  Also, fashions and styles change very quickly and dated items just do not sell well. 

· Shoes.  They are seldom sold, so we will now only accept slippers and wellies.

· Soft toys. 

	You CAN sell


· Baby and children’s clothes up to 8 years old.  Good condition and clean items only!  All items must be on hangers.  Small, similar sized items, eg, babygros, T-shirts may be tied or safety pinned and sold together.  No item should have a draw-string neck.  Sell summer items in the March sale and winter items in the October sale.

· Maternity wear on hangers only please.

· Nursery equipment.  Stair gates and bed guards must have all the correct fittings with no small items (like wing nuts) that might be detached and swallowed by a small child.  Check that gaps and openings are not wide enough to trap a baby’s head.  Supply the manufacturer’s instructions wherever possible.

· Toys, games, videos and books.  Small books or baby toys may be tied together and sold as a group.  All toys and games must be complete with no sharp edges, loose attachments, peeling paint or seams coming apart.  All toys should bear the CE or lion mark to show they meet the approved safety standard.  Ensure toys with multiple parts are secured to the main body of the toy or parts may be lost.

· Children’s slippers or wellies only (NO SHOES).  

· Prams, pushchairs and buggies.  Items that conform to British Safety Standard BS7409 will be permanently marked as such (please check and point this out to the helpers at the sale).  A safety notice must be visible on the vehicle and full operating instructions, in English, must be supplied. These can be downloaded from the internet or photocopied if the originals are not available.  The brakes must be sound and have locks on BOTH back wheels.
