These guidelines are IMPORTANT- you must read and follow them even if you have sold before! These guidelines are specific to THIS sale, and differ according to the venue or time of year.  Goods cannot be accepted for sale if these instructions are not followed.  All sale staff are volunteers who give their time and effort to run these events so please bear with us as we do our best to make the sale process run smoothly before, during and after the sale day.

We will be selling clothes, toys, books and nursery equipment.  We will no longer be selling any footwear as we have found that it does not sell well and takes up valuable space.
Cakes and drinks will be on sale during the event. We would really appreciate homemade cakes to sell, delivered to us when you drop off your goods – you, the seller are our only source of cakes and it encourages our buyers to stay for longer!

AFTER THE EVENT

Volunteers deal with any queries from customers concerning sale goods, together with adding up all the sale labels and writing cheques, so please do not enquire about your cheque until after Friday 8th June 2012.

NCT SALE GENERAL GUIDELINES

WHAT IS AN NCT SALE?

The National Childbirth Trust runs Nearly New Sales to benefit its members and local families, whilst providing vital fundraising for the charity.  Goods accepted for sale need to be in good condition, not damaged, dirty or with parts missing.  Nearly New Sales are definitely not jumble sales!  The NCT has a reputation for selling good quality ‘nearly new’ goods so please do not let us down.

The Sale is a commission sale. The NCT manage all selling and sellers are not required to attend the actual sale, only to deliver their goods and collect any unsold goods after the Sale.  Labels on your goods are used to indicate price and as a record of what you have sold.  After the Sale each seller’s labels are added together.  You will receive 75% of the selling price, and East Cheshire NCT receives 25%.  We will send you this by cheque a few weeks after the Sale.
WHAT CAN I SELL?

· A maximum of roughly one standard sized car boot full of goods - please do not hire a truck!  We need to be fair to all our sellers, and if we have too many items there will not be room to display them.

· Equipment which meets our safety guidelines (see Equipment Restrictions)

· Toys which meet our requirements (see Toy Restrictions)
· Clothes which meet our requirements (see Clothes Restrictions)

Please note that the NCT can take no responsibility, in the rare event of any goods going missing during the course of the sale. 

HOW DO I LABEL MY GOODS FOR SALE?

Labels are very important – THEY ARE THE ONLY CONNECTION BETWEEN THE GOODS BEING SOLD AND YOU THE SELLER - therefore we need strict guidelines regarding them.  Labels may be made from any cardboard (cereal boxes!) or you may use luggage labels:
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(n.b. - not actual size, label should be at least 10cm x 5cm).
· All items must be securely labelled using card attached by string to the item.  If you cannot tie the string to the item then you may tape the string to the item, but please ensure that the larger portion of the label will be easily removable at the tills.

· We will cut the label along the line (shown above) at the till, to leave the smaller portion with just seller number and price on the item - so the string MUST be at this end of the label.

· Please do not use sticky labels or paper.

· Please make your labels a minimum of 10cm long by 5cm wide.

If you do not label your items correctly, we will not be able to sell them for you.  Unlabelled or incorrectly labelled goods will not be accepted.

A label must show the following:

· Your seller number on both parts (this will be allocated to you when you register with us).
· The price on both parts (minimum price £1, please price in multiples of 50p — if necessary bundle items together, e.g. 5 vests).
· Description of item.
· Age range it is suitable for and whether it is for a boy or girl.

· A large clear ‘D’ if you are NOT intending to collect unsold items and instead want them donated to charity.
· Some NCT members and supporters want their profit to go to the NCT (i.e, the NCT keeps 100% of the selling price).  If you wish to do this, mark your label with a clear large ‘NCT’.

WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING TO MY DROP OFF SLOT?

· Labelled goods for sale.  All your goods will be checked on arrival by an NCT helper to ensure that they can be sold and that each has a suitable label.
· At least one sturdy box or suitcase clearly marked with your seller number.  This is for us to put your unsold goods into.  You do not need to leave a box if all your goods are marked ‘D’.

· An A5 sized, stamped, self-addressed envelope with your seller number clearly marked. This will be posted to you with all your labels and a cheque for your share of the takings of your items sold.

· Cake!  Without your cake donation, we will not be able to provide refreshments at the Sale. This also raises a little extra money for the NCT.  Many thanks.
WHAT CAN I DO DURING THE SALE?

· HELP!  When you apply for your seller number, you will be given details of how to volunteer with setting up, working during the Sale, and clearing up.  We have a lot of fun on Sale days and hope you will join us - our Helpers Early Shop is always an incentive, as are the chocolate biscuits! 

· SHOP!  You may join our queue as early as you like and come to the Sale as a customer, then return later to collect your unsold goods where relevant.

· NOTHING! You may deliver your goods for sale, and come back to collect at 3pm where relevant.  We handle selling your items for you.

WHAT HAPPENS AFTER THE SALE?

· Any queries are dealt with regarding Sale goods.

· Volunteers add up the Sale labels, do the maths and write cheques.
· Your cheque (and labels, as a record of items sold) arrives in the post approx. 3 weeks after the event.
Restrictions on items for sale- PLEASE CHECK CAREFULLY

CLOTHES
Each seller is restricted to a maximum of 20 items of clothing due to limited space.

· We cannot accept clothing with drawstring necks for safety reasons. 
· All clothes must be on hangers except for packs of vests, sleepsuits etc which must be packed in clear plastic bags (large sandwich bags are ideal).  Make sure you label the age ranges carefully.
· Clothes must be seasonal where appropriate
TOYS
· NO TEDDIES OR FURRY SOFT TOYS. We can sell washable soft baby toys, such as soft blocks or feely toys.

· NO VHS VIDEO TAPES.
· All toys must be intact, complete and in working order - no missing puzzle pieces or game parts. Please put toys in original boxes or well wrapped in clear bags where there are loose parts.

EQUIPMENT

We are unable to sell any of the following items for safety reasons: 

· car seats (excluding booster seats)
· riding hats 

· hand knitted toys 

· crash helmets 

· electrical goods

· breast-pumps 

· bag type slings (specifically Infantino sling rider, Premaxx baby bag, Munchkin cargo sling, Boppy carry in comfort, Lamaze close comfort or Wendy Bellissimo sling).

Please note that door bouncers, sit in activity centres and baby walkers can now be sold.  Door bouncers must be sold with assembly instructions including a weight limit.  We can also now accept second hand cot mattresses, providing they have a waterproof cover (eg. PVC) with no tears, cracks or holes.  They should be clean and dry, firm (not soft) and not sagging.  “Ventilated” mattresses (the type with holes) cannot not be sold as it is not possible to ensure that the inside is kept clean
Specific instructions for pushchairs and prams

The legislation relating to the sale of pushchairs, prams and buggies was changed as of 1st January 1999, so we can only accept them for sale if they comply with the following rules: -
All items must conform to BS 7409 (or equivalent European standard) and must be permanently marked BS 7409:1996, together with the name or trademark of the manufacturer or importer.

A permanent notice on the vehicle must state “CHILDREN SHOULD BE HARNESSED IN AT ALL TIMES AND SHOULD NEVER BE LEFT UNATTENDED. THE CHILD SHOULD BE CLEAR OF ALL MOVING PARTS WHILE MAKING ADJUSTMENTS. THIS VEHICLE REQUIRES REGULAR MAINTENANCE BY USER. OVERLOADING, INCORRECT FOLDING AND THE USE OF NON- APPROVED ACCESSORIES MAY DAMAGE OR BREAK THIS VEHICLE.  READ THE INSTRUCTIONS.”

Instructions in English must be supplied with each vehicle. These are to be headed: “IMPORTANT KEEP FOR FUTURE REFERENCE”, and must include instructions relating to operation, assembly, use and maintenance.

If you have a pushchair, pram or buggy which you consider to be saleable but which does not meet the above, you are more than welcome to advertise it in the newsletter; the NCT is not liable for items sold this way (you, the seller, are).
All prams and pushchairs must be sold with their instruction pack

Travel Systems
If you wish to sell a travel system, please sell it without the car seat (which we are unable to sell) and attach a note saying that the car seat can also be purchased from you and give your contact details.

Stair gates, fireguards, barriers and bed guards

Must have all the correct fittings and no gaps where a baby’s head could get stuck.
