Introduction
Thank you for registering to sell at our NCT Nearly New Toy Sale. To ensure that the sale runs smoothly please read the guidelines below. They are designed to ensure the maximum success for everyone involved.  If you are no longer able to sell please contact us as soon as possible by emailing NNS.HertsNorth@nct.org.uk so that we can assign your number to someone on our waiting list.

Disclaimer
Please read the following instructions carefully.  By submitting items for the sale you are agreeing to all the conditions set out. 

We try very hard to ensure that nothing goes missing at the sales. However, the NCT will not be held responsible for any items offered for sale which are lost, broken or stolen on the day of the sale.  No compensatory payments will be made. All goods are sold as seen.  Any unsold items that are not collected after the sale will be given to charity.

How does the sale work?

Once you have registered online you will receive confirmation and your seller number. Please note that this number may be different when you receive your labels, please ensure you use the number noted with the labels. Labels will be posted 2 to 3 weeks before the sale.
All items for sale need to be labelled, priced and collated by you, then dropped off at the school between 6 – 7pm on Friday 22nd March.
Items are sorted into style and size, then carefully checked and put out by volunteers on Friday night, ready for the sale on the Saturday morning. 
During the sale, purchasers take their chosen items to the tills where the bottom half of the labels are removed when the items are paid for. Labels are then sorted into each seller’s envelope and the proceeds for each seller are calculated and checked.

Sellers collect their unsold items from Kingshott School on the Saturday afternoon at around 3.30pm, and NO LATER THAN 3.45pm.
What can I sell?
All items for sale should be clean, of good nearly new quality and in working order (if applicable). Additionally, please only sell items that are currently fashionable, and for this sale, items should be for Spring and Summer wear:
· Baby and children’s spring/summer clothing up to age 14 including slippers, padders, shoes, trainers, wellies, swimsuits, school uniforms and Fancy Dress. T shirts are accepted for both winter and summer sales. 
· Books on childbirth/child development. 
· Maternity wear.
· Nursery equipment – e.g. potties, prams, bouncy chairs, bumbos(must have safety strap), baby carriers, bath supports, bed linen, sleeping bags, cots and Moses baskets.
· ONLY the following baby toys are acceptable for this sale: Baby gyms, play nests, mobiles and car seat toys. All other toys must be submitted to the Toy Sale in November.
What is not accepted for sale?
· Baby Positioner pillows, nests or anti-roll products.
· Bednest cribs – even with a modification kit.
· Bag style baby slings – these have a deep pouch and an elasticated edge.

· Baby hammocks.

· Baby Bottle propping devices / Baby Bottle Holders

· Cot bumpers.

· Car seats, car booster seats, related bases or car seats from travel systems.

· Riding helmets or crash helmets.

· Baby food and formula milk, second-hand bottles.

· Mattresses that are not waterproof, firm, flat, have holes, tears or are sagging.

· Second hand breast pumps.

· No clothes secured by means of a cord drawn through the material.

· No Bumbos unless with a safety strap - please contact info@dcukltd.com to get a safety strap.

Any Maclaren buggies prior to 2009 need a safety hinge - please contact Maclaren: http://www.shopmaclarenbaby.com to obtain this, to enable you to sell your buggy.
Pushchairs
You can sell your buggy, pushchair or pram at this sale if it was purchased from 1996 onwards and is permanently marked BS7409:1996.  It must also have the original instructions attached (can usually be downloaded).  These items must be pre-registered before the sale.
To register your pram, pushchair or buggy, please contact Justine Youngman on 01920 830408

Expensive items (over £10.00)

Please place an extra label on item with your name, seller number, contact phone number on it, i.e. two labels. This second label will remain on the item once sold in case of query after the sale. For items over £30 the maximum commission that will be deducted will be £10 per item.
How do I prepare and label?

· You can submit a total of 60 items for the sale, with a maximum of 20 hanging items in the 0 – 6 month category.

· ALL ITEMS should be on hangers, or in small clear bags – for example, 3 sleepsuits, or 3 t-shirts in one bag counts as one item. Do not mix sizes in the bags.
· Items such as socks, vests, etc can also be sold in bags together.
· Luggage labels can be used for large equipment. Please place 2 labels on these items, as per the instructions for expensive items.
· 2/3 weeks before our sale, you will receive your 60 labels (and 5 spare). These are coloured according to seller number, you may ONLY use the labels provided. Please return any unused labels, as we can reuse these.
· Write the price, a brief description and your seller number on both parts of the label. DO NOT SEPERATE THE LABELS. (see photo below)
 If you wish to donate your item to the NCT if it has not sold at the sale, please use RED PEN to write your labels.

· Attach the label at the top to the item in an easy to see location using a safety pin or sellotape. 

· The labels are in 2 parts, we remove the bottom half of the label on purchase to identify the seller, and the top half remains as a record for the buyer. Please only sellotape the top of the label so we can easily remove the bottom half of the label at the till.
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How do I price my items?

When pricing think (unsentimentally!) about what you would pay for a second-hand item. Be realistic and ask yourself: would I buy it? Would I pay that amount? Do I want to see it again? Price items in multiples of 50p only, minimum price is 50p.
What do I do with everything once it’s labelled?

Put all your items in cardboard boxes or fruit trays, Ikea bags or similar. 

Please label both ends of your tray(s) or bags with your seller number.

After the sale your unsold items will be re-sorted into your tray ready for collection.
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And Finally?

Drop all of your items at Kingshott School on Friday 22nd March 2019, between 6.00 – 7.00pm ONLY.
After the sale

You must collect your unsold items from Kingshott School at 3.30pm on Saturday after the sale, and please no later than 3.45pm. 

Unless otherwise agreed, proceeds from the sale are paid into your bank account shortly after the sale.

NCT commission of 30% will be deducted from the proceeds of items under £30. For items over £30 the maximum commission that will be deducted will be £10 per item. A £4.00 registration fee will be deducted when you register online to cover labels, postage and administration costs.

Volunteers

Please remember if you can help you will be able to shop for bargains on the Friday evening during the sorting before members and the public on Saturday. 

If you volunteer on the Saturday of the sale then your commission will be reduced to 25%
