SELLER’S GUIDELINES 



Thank you for registering to sell items at the NCT Nearly New Sale™.   
The Nearly New Sale will take place in the Coaching Hall at Bells Sports Centre, adjacent to North Inch.  The car park is free on Sundays. Drop off is at the right hand side of the Bells Sports Centre car park – fire exit door opposite the bowling green.

The NCT Nearly New Sale™ is for the sale of good quality baby and children’s clothes, toys, books, DVDs, videos, nursery equipment and maternity wear. 
WE SELL YOUR GOODS FOR YOU!  All you have to do is price them up, drop them off and collect unsold items at the end of the day.  Proceeds will be split with 70% going to the seller, 30% to the NCT (National Childbirth Trust). The NCT is the UK’s largest charity for parents and the money raised goes to support parents in the first 1000 days of parenthood. The Nearly New Sale is our main fundraising event so we are very grateful that you choose to sell with us! 
Your seller number will be emailed to you with your seller confirmation.  
Please read these guidelines carefully as there may be significant changes from previous years.  It is very important that you are able to return to collect all your unsold goods or that someone else can collect them on your behalf.  If you do not collect your unsold goods, your sale takings will be withheld. 
1. What you CANNOT sell 
For health and safety reasons we are unable to accept the following for sale: 
· Jumble.  Stained, torn or well-worn clothes, damaged toys or dirty equipment will not be displayed for sale. 
· Car seats, including those from travel systems (see section 2.4 below) and car booster seats. 
· Safety helmets and riding hats. 
· Prams, pushchairs and buggies which do not conform to British Standard BS7409. 
· Mains powered electrical equipment or toys (even if these also run on batteries). 
· Feeding bottles, teats, dummies, soothers. 
· Breast pumps (unless unused and still in their sealed packaging). 
· Bowls, cups, plates and cutlery. 
· Baby food, including formula milk. 
· Children’s clothing with a drawcord around the neck. 
· Hand-knitted toys. 
· Bumbos without a strap 
· Bednests

· Bag style slings - those with a deep pouch and an elasticated edge. Whilst these products have not been recalled, they may cause breathing difficulties in young babies. 
· Cot bumpers

· Baby sleep positioner pillows, nests or anti-roll products

· Mattresses that are not waterproof, firm, flat, have holes, tears or are sagging.

You can, however advertise these items on our sale noticeboard (see section 3 below). 
2. More information on what you CAN sell 
2.1 Clothing 
You can sell up to 30 hanging items of clothing, including maternity and breastfeeding wear.  We can display baby and children’s clothing up to age 10.   Please organise items into age and size and either bag or tie each age/size together so they can be organised quickly by our volunteers. 
When choosing your 30 items to sell, it is worth bearing in mind what is most likely to sell. Low cost items such as t-shirts or leggings that can be picked up new for £1 or £2 are less likely to sell, however higher cost items such as seasonal wear (winter coats, welly boots, sleeping bags, party dresses) or designer wear are more likely to sell if you price them around 75% off the purchase price or less. Often the sellers that make the most are those with lots of items at 50p or £1 so it’s worth keeping your prices low if you are keen to clear out. 
All clothing MUST be supplied on hangers apart from items such as vests, tights, babygros etc.  Items such as these should be bagged together in the same size, up to a maximum of 5 in one bag (freezer bags work well for this purpose). There is a limit of 10 bags per seller. 
We accept all shoes for sale and shoes sell well. Shoes are in addition to your 30 item clothing limit. 
Fancy dress clothes sell well, and this time we will also have a rail for school clothes. If you have good quality school clothes that your children have grown out of, please do consider selling them at our sale – they prove very popular! Both fancy dress clothes and school clothes should be on hangers and are in addition to the 30 hanging item limit.

2.2 Toys, Games, books, videos and DVDs 
We will accept items for all ages up to around 10 years.  All toys must bear the kite mark or appropriate symbol to show they meet the approved safety standard and must be clean and complete. If you are selling battery-operated toys or equipment please ensure these are working and leave the batteries in so they can be tested by buyers at the sale. 
We accept baby and children’s books, DVD’s and videos, and those relating to pregnancy, birth and parenting.   
Outdoor toys usually sell well, but please make sure they are clean, complete, in a safe condition and easily transportable.  Large items such as climbing frames and trampolines may be advertised on our sale noticeboard (see section 3 below). 
Games and puzzles – please ensure that these are complete. Before submitting for sale, please ensure that you have checked that all pieces are in the box as it can be very frustrating to get home and discover your new purchase is missing a piece! Any items that are submitted with missing pieces will have the sale price deducted from your seller proceeds. 
2.3 Nursery Equipment 
Large items of nursery furniture such as cots are best dismantled so that the buyer can take them away easily, but you may wish to attach a photograph of the assembled item.  Please ensure that all fittings are included and will not get lost and make sure that it is clear how many parts constitute the complete item.  Please include the manufacturer’s instructions if you have them.  We accept mattresses for sale, together with a cot or moses basket but please note we will not accept mattresses which are not clean and waterproof.
We can sell baby walkers, sit-in activity centres and door bouncers but door bouncers must have assembly instructions including a weight limit to be included in the sale. 
2.4 Prams, buggies and pushchairs 
1. You must supply instructions, in English. If you do not have the original instructions, a photocopy or printout from the Internet is acceptable. The instructions should be headed "Important, Keep For Future Reference" and must include instructions relating to operation, assembly, use and maintenance.  
We cannot accept any prams, buggies or pushchairs without instructions. An NCT helper will check all prams, buggies and pushchairs brought to the sale. 
Travel systems including a baby car seat: If you wish to sell a travel system this may be placed in the sale but without the car seat. You may attach a note to the travel system to say that a car seat is available but is not included in the price of the system on sale, and giving your contact details so that the buyer can obtain the car seat from you directly. 
Maclaren pushchairs – any of the following Maclaren models – Volo, Triumph, Quest Sport, Quest Mod, Techno XT, Techno XLR, Twin Triumph, Twin Techno and Easy Traveller – must be fitted with a hinge safety cover.  Covers are available, free of charge, from the Maclaren website, http://covers.maclaren.co.uk/ but must be fitted before the sale. Any of these pushchairs without the hinge cover will be removed from sale. 
3. Sale Noticeboard 
Do you have items which are too big to bring to the sale or which we are not allowed to sell? You are welcome to place an advertisement (up to A4 size) on our sale noticeboard for a charge of £1. Please bring your advert(s) and payment when delivering your other items. Don't forget to include your contact details on the advert for potential buyers to get in touch (tear-off slips are a good idea). A clear photograph of each item will make it more eye-catching. 
4. Labels and pricing 
With these guidelines, you will find a sheet of labels.  Please print as many sheets as you need. All sellers must have a seller’s number.  Yours will be in your confirmation email. 
All items for sale must be priced and clearly marked with your seller’s number and a rough age guideline (where applicable) using the labels provided.  
Please complete BOTH left and right sides of the label identically, but only attach one side of the label to the goods with either sellotape or safety pins (for clothing or fabric items), leaving the other side loose. The second part of the label is for the cashiers to remove and retain at the till point.  If a label falls off, there is no way of allocating the money from its sale nor can it be returned to the owner.  If this happens, the item will be removed from the sale and placed on the lost property table for collection after the sale.

Every item you wish to sell needs a price ticket! If you intend several items to be sold together, please ensure they are securely fastened together so that unlabelled parts are not accidentally brought to the tills.  We can’t sell unlabelled items. 
We’ve made a ‘how to label your items’ DVD with tips on how to best label your items. Please watch this dvd before labelling your items. 
Please price your items in multiples of 50p, as this makes it easy to add up at the till.

Should you wish to sell an item and donate the proceeds to the NCT, then please price it and mark it FOR NCT clearly on the label in place of your seller number. 
5. Delivering your items to the sale 
Please deliver your items to the Coaching Hall at Bells Sports Centre between 8.30am and 9.45am on the day of the sale.  You can drop your items in to the hall via the Fire Exit next to the car park opposite the bowling green. There will be signs directing you to the registration area. Please sign in at the registration table where you will hand over your items. It is possible to keep your seller number from previous sales if you tick the box during the online registration process.  We will contact you about other sales and events unless you ask us not to.

Please put each category into a carrier bag.  This does not need to be labelled with your seller number, but should be labelled with the category, eg 6 – 12 months. Goods not pre-sorted in this way will be left until the end and may not be entered into the sale if time does not permit. 
Items will be checked in by a volunteer and items that exceed the seller limits will unfortunately not be put out for sale. 
5.2 Toys and Equipment 
All items must be delivered in a large cardboard box (you can use more than one box if you have a lot of items). Only very large toys or equipment can be left loose.  Write your seller number large and clear on all sides of the box and on the inside and outside of the top flaps. We endeavour to give all sellers the same box back at the end of the day, however be aware that this is not always possible so we recommend that you don’t bring plastic boxes or bag for life style bags.
Thank you for co-operating, it helps the sale to run more smoothly. 
6. Collecting your unsold items 
You must return to Bells Sports Centre to collect any unsold items between 3.15pm and 3.30pm on the day of the sale.  The doors will close at 3.30pm prompt.  We cannot accept any phone enquiries to check if you have unsold items. If you cannot come you must arrange for someone else to come on your behalf.  
Your items will have been put back in your numbered box. 
There will also be a lost property table for labels and sale items that have parted company.  
It is your responsibility to check this when returning to collect your unsold goods.   We have no facilities for storing goods after the sale, so any items unclaimed by 4pm on the day of the sale will be disposed of.  We cannot be held responsible for any unaccounted items. 
IF YOU DO NOT COLLECT YOUR UNSOLD GOODS, YOUR SALE TAKINGS WILL BE WITHHELD, THEREFORE YOU MUST ENSURE YOU SIGN TO PROVE YOU HAVE COLLECTED YOUR UNSOLD GOODS BEFORE LEAVING THE CENTRE. 
7. Money 
All sellers are charged a £3 registration fee.  This is paid when you register to be a seller.  The money made by the sale will be split as follows: 70% seller; 30% NCT.  We are now able to pay by BACS in to your bank account, this is much faster for you and saves the NCT money.  We hope to complete payments within 2 weeks of the sale. We would encourage you to select this as your payment option.  Thank you.   
8. Helping at the sale 
NCT Sales cannot be held without volunteer helpers.   
DID YOU KNOW THAT ALL VOLUNTEERS (AND MEMBERS) ARE ENTITLED TO ATTEND THE PRE-SALE AND PAY A REDUCED COMMISSION ON GOODS SOLD? 
This is an unmissable opportunity to have first pick of the goods on sale.  Volunteers are registered on a first-come, first-served basis and you cannot register on the day itself. If you would like to help, please select this option when registering. It’s always a fun day and we always get good feedback from our volunteers – many of whom return time and time again to volunteer!
9. Membership

Whilst every care is taken with goods left at the sale, the NCT cannot be held responsible for any items lost, damaged or stolen, or for any monetary discrepancies that may arise.
