Introduction
Thank you for registering to sell at our NCT Nearly New Sale. To ensure that the sale runs smoothly please read the guidelines below. They are designed to ensure the maximum success for everyone involved.  If you are no longer able to sell please contact us as soon as possible by emailing NNS.HertsNorth@nct.org.uk so that we can assign your number to someone on our waiting list.

Disclaimer
Please read the following instructions carefully.  By submitting items for the sale you are agreeing to all the conditions set out. 

We try very hard to ensure that nothing goes missing at the sales. However, the NCT will not be held responsible for any items offered for sale which are lost, broken or stolen on the day of the sale.  No compensatory payments will be made. All goods are sold as seen. All unsold goods must be collected after the sale.
How does the sale work?

Once you have registered online you will receive confirmation and your seller number. Please note that this number may be different when you receive your labels, please ensure you use the number noted with the labels. Labels will be posted 2/3 weeks before the sale.
All items for sale need to be labelled, priced and collated by you, then dropped off at the school between 9.00 – 10.00am on Saturday 14th October 2023.
Items are sorted into style and size, then carefully checked and put out by volunteers on Saturday morning ready for the sale in the afternoon. 
During the sale, purchasers take their chosen items to the tills where the bottom half of the labels are removed when the items are paid for. Labels are then sorted into each seller’s envelope and the proceeds for each seller are calculated and checked.

Sellers collect their unsold items from Priory School on Saturday afternoon at 6pm.
What can I sell?
All items for sale should be clean, of good nearly new quality and in working order (if applicable). Additionally, please only sell items that are currently fashionable, and for this sale, items should be for Autumn and Winter wear. Please read this list carefully to ensure goods are not rejected. If you have something you would like to sell that is not on list, please email nns.hertsnorth@nct.org.uk or message the Facebook page to check if it is allowed.

Pushchairs
You can sell your buggy, pushchair or pram at this sale if it was purchased from 1996 onwards and is permanently marked BS7409:1996.  It must also have the original instructions attached (can usually be downloaded).  These items must be pre-registered before the sale.
To register your pram, pushchair or buggy, please contact Justine Youngman by emailing Justine.youngman@youngman.org.uk
Expensive items (over £10.00)

Please place an extra label on item with your name, seller number, contact phone number on it, i.e. two labels. This second label will remain on the item once sold in case of query after the sale. For items over £30 the maximum commission that will be deducted will be £10 per item.
Sale of Slings

If you wish to sell a sling, you must attach the following note:

This sling/carrier is second-hand and the purchaser should check the sling thoroughly and satisfy themselves that it is safe, before use. If this sling is being sold without the manufacturers’ instructions, we recommend you contact the manufacturer and obtain the correct instructions for this sling to ensure you are using it correctly and safely.
How do I prepare and label?

· You can submit a total of 60 items for the sale, with a maximum of 20 hanging items in the 0 – 6 month category. Items can be a mix of toys, clothes and equipment, or all clothes/all toys.
· FOR CLOTHES 
· ALL ITEMS should be on hangers OR in small clear bags (we do not provide hangers) – for example, 3 sleepsuits, or 3 t-shirts in one bag/multi hanger counts as one item. 
· Do not mix sizes in the bags/hangers (size 3-4/4 or 4-5/5 ETC is ok) 
· TIP Items tend to sell better on hangers.
· Items such as socks and vests can also be sold in bags together.
· Make sure shoes/slippers are tied together, with the laces/string, in a box or bag. Wellies/boots work well held together with a peg, which gives you a great place for the label!
FOR TOYS

· Items with small parts/lots of parts MUST be secured in clear bags.
· You can group items together if they are similar – for example similar author/age books, similar dolls/cars etc., but they must be placed together in a clear bag.
· Luggage labels can be used for large equipment. Please place 2 labels on these items, as per the instructions for expensive items.
LABELLING YOUR ITEMS
· 2 weeks before our sale, you will receive your 60 labels (and 5 spare). These are coloured according to seller number, you may ONLY use the labels provided. Please return any unused labels, as we can reuse these.
· Write the price, a brief description and your seller number on both parts of the label. DO NOT SEPERATE THE LABELS. (see photo below)
· The labels are in 2 parts, we remove the bottom half of the label on purchase to identify the seller, and the top half remains as a record for the buyer.
· FOR CLOTHING, it is best to attach labels using small safety pins or string (see photo) to the top label/hook inside the clothing. Please avoid sellotaping/attaching labels to hangers as if they become detached it is more difficult to match them up to items.

· FOR TOYS - Attach the label at the top/front of the item in an easy to see location using sellotape or safety pin. Do not use sellotape on books as it is difficult to remove without damaging the item; use either masking tape or clear plastic bags and labels on the outside of the bag.

· How do I price my items?

· When pricing think (unsentimentally!) about what you would pay for a second-hand item. Be realistic and ask yourself: would I buy it? Would I pay that amount? Do I want to see it again? Price items in multiples of 50p only, minimum price is 50p. Try not to overprice; remember this is a second hand sale, generally items sell well priced £3 - £6.00.
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What do I do with everything once it’s labelled?

Put all your items in cardboard boxes or fruit trays, Ikea bags or similar (see photo)
Please label both ends of your tray(s) or bags with your seller number. After the sale your unsold items will be re-sorted into your tray ready for collection.
And Finally?
Drop all of your items at Priory School (seller registration desk will be in the main reception area, and you will be asked to carry your items through to the dining room) between 9.15-10.15am on Saturday 8th October 2022.
After the sale

You must collect your unsold items from Priory School at 6.00pm on Saturday after the sale, and please no later than 6.15pm. Proceeds are usually paid into your bank account 2 weeks after the sale, but failure to collect unsold items will result in a delay to proceeds from the sale being paid into your bank account.
NCT commission of 30% will be deducted from the proceeds of items under £30. For items over £30 the maximum commission that will be deducted will be £10 per item.
Donations

In previous years we have always offered the opportunity to donate unwanted items after the sale for our volunteers to take to charity. Due to an overwhelming amount at the first sale back post-covid, we were unable to offer this option at the sale in March. For this sale, you can once again choose to donate any left-over items, however this option will be limited to 10 SELLERS and on a first come first served basis. We would appreciate as much help as possible at the sale particularly on Saturday during the sale and in the afternoon post sale. If you can spare three hours or more please volunteer online via our website www.nct.org.uk/hertsnorth
Please remember if you can help you will be able to shop for bargains before the sale opens to the public on Saturday afternoon. 

If you volunteer during the sale on Saturday (13.00 – 16.00hrs) then your commission will be reduced to 25%. Volunteer for the sale AND post sale tidy, and commission is reduced further to 20%!
